In the end, whatever your child’s grade level in Upper School, I hope you

will find this document useful as your main source of information about the

Upper School curriculum and graduation requirements.

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GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS AT THE PRAIRIE SCHOOL

In order to graduate from The Prairie School, a student must fulfill
requirements in four areas: Academics, Exercise Requirement, Service, and
Extracurricular Participation.

Academics

A student must accumulate a minimum of 69 academic credits.  To promote
a well-rounded academic foundation, the required course credits per
discipline are as follows:

English 12 credits; Math 9 credits; Science 9 credits (specifically in the areas
of life, chemical, and physical science); Social Studies 9 credits; Foreign
Language 9 credits (all in one language); Visual and Performing Arts 3
credits; Physical Education 4 credits

Additional academic graduation requirements include:

Senior status of 16.5 credits, including 5 academic courses each trimester
AND
completion of two Interim Experiences with a grade of PASS during each of
the studentÕs junior and senior years

Exercise (required participation each trimester)

In order for students to maintain physical fitness, they must be active during
each of the three trimesters throughout the academic year. The School
requires every student to exercise at least three times a week for a minimum
of twenty minutes during each session.  Students satisfy the exercise
requirement in one of three ways: active participation in interscholastic
sports, enrollment in a PE Activity classes, or commitment to an approved
personal fitness program.  Please see the list of Exercise Opportunities
located in the Appendix of this Guide.

Service (minimum of 25 hours annually)

The school requires a student to be active in community service throughout
four years in the Upper School.  Service is defined as volunteer work for the
School, a civic community, and certain religious activities that are pre-
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approved by the Service Hour Coordinator (e.g. soup kitchens, mission trips,

etc.).  It does not include work done at home for relatives/family and friends.

A student is required to complete 25 hours of service by May 1 of each

academic year.  A desirable goal is partial completion (12 hours) of this

requirement by February 15. Students may work ahead (during the summer)

to complete their service hours and are encouraged to do so. Of the 100

hours needed for graduation, we encourage students to earn 20 hours

(minimum) through non-Prairie School organizations.

Extracurricular  Participation (3 points annually)

Participation in theatre, music, interscholastic athletics, and a variety of

clubs supports our students’ personal growth and enhances their applications

to competitive colleges and universities.  Each student is required to have a

minimum of 3 points of extracurricular activity each year.  Students are

encouraged and expected to commit to one major extracurricular activity

(team sport, theatrical/musical production) per year.  In some instances

where this is not possible, bona fide off-campus activities such as private

music lessons, off-campus drama productions, and club sports are generally

considered extracurricular.  In such cases, a student must submit for

approval to the Upper School Office a waiver that details how s/he intends to

satisfy the extracurricular requirement in an alternate way.

Extracurricular Progress

Satisfactory or unsatisfactory progress toward completing the exercise,

service, and extracurricular requirements will be noted annually on the year-

end report card and transcript as a grade of Pass or Fail.  For students who

do not meet the annual and cumulative requirements for exercise, service,

and extracurricular, the School will not issue their official schedules and

registration materials at the beginning of the upcoming academic year.

Seniors who fail to meet all academic and extracurricular requirements

before the established deadlines will not be eligible for graduation until they

have fulfilled all graduation standards.

English 9 - The Beginnings Of
Western Literature  (3 credits)

This course introduces students to the literary
touchstones of world civilization and provides
a sound foundation for future English classes.
Students discover that many of the traditions,
values, and ideas that they take for granted had
their origins in and are reflected in ancient and
medieval literature.  The literary works used
are examined in the context of the times in
which they were written.  This approach
provides a natural continuum from the basic
genre study of the Middle School to the study
of our own literary heritage in the upper
grades.  Emphasis continues on vocabulary
and writing, as students write a variety of
creative and expository pieces. Course titles
may include Gilgamesh, The Odyssey,
Oedipus the King, Beowulf, The Inferno, Sir
Gawain and the Green Knight, Romeo and
Juliet, Grendel, Everyman, Miles Gloriosus,
and the Prologue to the Canterbury Tales.

English 10 -!World Civilization from
The Renaissance To The Modern Era
(3 credits)

The intention of this course is to build upon
the foundation of literary study and writing
skills students began in English 9.  Analyzing
the meaning of archetypes emerging in various
cultures throughout the ages and examining
marked changes in the literary genre lend
insight into the cultural values, political
turmoil, social changes, and scientific advances
of every age.  The goal is to enable students to
become more independent critical thinkers.
Students are responsible for a variety of
expository writing assignments.  Course titles
may include some of the following: Oliver
Twist, All Quiet on the Western Front, A
Modest Proposal, A DollÕs House, Things
Fall Apart, A Separate Peace, The Road, Like
Water for Chocolate, The Things They
Carried, The Complete Persepolis, Extremely
Loud and Incredibly Close, Waiting, Heart of
Darkness, and short stories by authors from
south Asia.

Public Speaking (.5 credit)

This course focuses on training oral
presentation skills, including mature presence,
poise, self-awareness, and projecting presence.
Students will analyze effective and ineffective
speaking styles, learn to be aware of their own
and othersÕ habits as oral presenters, and
prepare and deliver various types of speeches.
Normally, the student will complete this one-
term course in the sophomore or junior year.
Note:  This course is required for graduation.

Advanced Public Speaking  (.5 credit)
Term II

This trimester course is for students interested
in competitive areas of public speaking or
theatre, including prose, extemporaneous
speaking, poetry, dramatic and humorous
interpretation, original oratory, duet acting,  etc.
A requirement of the course is competition in
forensic tournaments; these tournaments occur
on weekends during the winter trimester.
Students will develop their own portfolio and
assess peer performances.  This course is
open to any Upper School student, may be
repeated, and fulfills the public speaking
component of PrairieÕs graduation
requirements.  Enrollment by faculty
permission.  Offered second trimester.

English 11 - American Literature
(3 credits)

This course surveys imaginative writing in
America from the Colonial period through the
twentieth century from a thematic perspective.
Literary analysis and writing are the
cornerstones of the course as students seek to
discover what defines the American sensibility
as reflected by some of our greatest authors.
Assessments include formal and informal
writing (expository, reflective, and creative),
projects, debates, and oral presentations.
Students also write a formal research paper on
a literary or history topic of their choice
(integrated with US History).  Primary works
may include The Scarlet Letter, Adventures of
Huckleberry Finn, The Awakening, various
Harlem Renaissance readings, The Great
Gatsby, HemingwayÕs short stories, Their
Eyes Were Watching God, Death of a
Salesman, and short pieces from many
cultural perspectives in America.
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English 12 Ð (3 credits)

This course divides the year into two
halvesÑone focused on multicultural
literature, and the other focused on writing.  In
the literature component students draw upon
the foundation of literary skills they have
developed in preceding years to explore
various cultures, values, philosophies, and
issues that illuminate the minds and lives of
others and their points of intersection with
studentsÕ perspectives.  This portion of the
course is taught in college seminar format
comprising intensive discussion, student-led
activities, and expository, reflective, and
creative writing.  Readings may include book-
length fiction and non-fiction as well as short
stories, plays, poetry, articles, essays, and
films.

The writing component of the course employs
the full writing process in a workshop format
focused on academic and professional writing.
Students analyze examples of various genres
and then write original pieces based on what
they have explored.  They also incorporate
skills such as interviewing, interpreting
statistics, and writing for the ear.  Informal
exploratory writing supplements the main
works to keep the studentsÕ reflective and
imaginative juices flowing.  Teacher-writer
conferences, peer-editing, reflection on their
work as both process and product, and public
readings of their work punctuate this half of
the course at regular intervals.

Grade 12 - AP English  (3 credits)

ÒReading maketh a full man, conference a
ready man, and writing an exact manÓ
(Francis Bacon).

The Advanced Placement course is open to
any student seeking a rigorous curriculum of
literary analysis and writing similar to many
college freshman classes. Scores of three to
five on the National AP exams administered
each spring may qualify students for advanced
standing or credit upon entering college.
Designed and structured as a seminar, the
course is loosely organized around various
genres, themes, and writing styles in major
works of world literature.  Emphasis is placed
upon reading, discussion, analysis, and writing,
with ample opportunities for students to
improve their writing skills.

SOCIAL STUDIES

Grade 9 - World History 9 (3 credits)

This course introduces the student to the
historical development of political, economic,
social, and artistic institutions from the
evolution of the first humans through the
emergence of powerful political and economic
entities in Asia, Africa, the Middle East, the
Mediterranean World, and Europe.  The
development of writing skills, critical reading
of primary and secondary sources, and
organizational skills are an integral part of the
course.

Grade 10 - World History 10 (3 credits)

Students continue their study of the historical
process begun in World History 9.  Emphasis
is placed first term on economic, political,
cultural, social and artistic developments in
Europe. A global perspective emerges later as
students study the nineteenth and twentieth
centuries.  Students complete a major research
project and examine current issues as they
inquire about their past and tie that past to the
present world.

Grade 11 - United States History
(3 credits)

This course is designed to give students a
broad overview of United States history and
the political, economic, and social processes
that combined to create this country.  A
textbook and a variety of supplemental
materials are used which stress critical and
analytical thinking skills.  Through the careful
investigation, analysis, and examination of
primary and secondary sources, students
formulate a coherent understanding of those
factors that shaped the United States.
Note: Either U.S. History or AP U.S. History
must be taken to fulfill graduation
requirements.
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Grade 11 - AP United States History
(3 credits)

The purpose of this course is to provide
students with an opportunity for a more
rigorous exploration of United States history
emphasizing independent thought. Students
may elect to take the AP U.S. history exam in
May.  A score of three or better on a scale of
five on this national exam qualifies the student
for advanced placement and/or credit upon
entrance into many colleges. Given the
rigorous college level expectations of this
course, enrollment in it is determined by
department invitation only.

The course of study emphasizes the areas of
United States history that are stressed in the
AP exam.  A college level text and a variety of
supplemental materials are used. Advanced
analytical writing skills are emphasized and
student initiative is stressed. Students who
participate in this class should anticipate
college level expectations in the study of U.S.
history, and should note that the reading and
writing load is substantial.
Note: Either US History or AP US History
must be taken to fulfill graduation
requirements.

Grade 12 Ð AP World History
(3 credits)

As described in the AP World History
materials, ÒThe purpose of the AP World
History course is to develop greater
understanding of the evolution of global
processes and contacts in different types of
human societies.  This understanding is
advanced through a combination of selective
factual knowledge and appropriate analytical
skills. The course highlights the nature of
changes in global frameworks and their causes
and consequences, as well as comparisons
among major societies. Specific themes
provide further organization to the course,
along with consistent attention to contacts
among societies that form the core of world
history as a field of study.Ó  The time period
studied is 8000 B.C.E. to the end of the
twentieth century.

Student evaluations are shaped by the AP
exam and consist of primary and secondary
source analyses, essays, and multiple choice
tests.  Given the rigorous college level

expectations of this course, enrollment in it is
determined by department invitation only.

Economics - (1 credit)
Terms I and III

ÒEveryone must, to some extent, act as his
own economistÑin his private life and as a
citizenÑand both he and the community will
be better served if he is well informed and can
think clearly and objectively about economic
questions.Ó  National Task Force on
Economic Education.

This course is a basic introduction to
macroeconomics and microeconomics.
Critical thinking using economic reasoning is
emphasized.

Introduction to Philosophy and
World ReligionsÐ  (1 credit)
Term I

This one-term senior elective broadly
examines major world religions and
philosophical questions.  Students will address
such topics as the nature of God, humanityÕs
place in the universe, and good and evil
(special emphasis is placed on ethical
behavior) and examine them from the point of
view of, for example, the Buddha, Nietzsche,
Aristotle, or even The Simpsons.  The class
consists of reading and discussion days (the
former utilized in preparation for the latter)
and research projects.

World Geography and Cultures Ð
(1 credit)
Term I

James Michener wrote, ÒIf I were a young
man É I would devote eight to ten years to the
real mastery of one of the earth's major
regionsÉ and I would be invaluable to my
nation, for I would be the bridge of
understanding to the alien culture. We have
seen how crucial such bridges can be.Ó  This
one-trimester elective will expand studentÕs
geographic literacy through a survey of the
regions and cultures that shape the modern
world.  In addition to class discussion and
short writing assignments, students will
develop both global and local research projects
that apply the skills developed during the
course.
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International Relations - (1 credit)
Term II

Do you know that only about 25% of the
public knows anything about the world around
them?  If you’d like to be part of that group,
International Relations is for you, even if you
don’t know much yourself right now.  In this
one trimester elective, you’ll explore the
theories behind international relations and
learn about the world today.  The course is
arranged by region (the Middle East, Latin
America, etc.) and we use articles, movies, and
group projects to learn about the world around
us, and maybe even solve some global
problems along the way.

The American Experience - (1 credit)
Term II

This interdepartmental trimester course
provides a survey of the interrelationship
between American history and American arts
since 1890.  Topics may include Main Street
and beyond, jazz, American religious sects,
domestic architecture, Frank Lloyd Wright,
Georgia O’Keeffe, and Hollywood.  The
course culminates in a research project into
family histories.  The American Experience is
an interdepartmental offering taught by faculty
from the departments of Humanities and
Performing Arts.  Team teaching and
individual and group research provide variety
in the learning experience.

Reacting to the Past – (1 credit)
Term III

History is not all dates and events and faceless
social, political and economic forces.  People
make history.  If you would rather make
history than just read about it, Reacting to the
Past may be for you.  This one-trimester
elective offers students to explore some of the
most dramatic and pivotal processes in history
as active participants.  Assuming historical
roles and pursuing individual and collective
“victory objectives,” students will read and
respond to classical texts, historical scenarios
and each other. Polish your speaking, writing
and analytical skills as you react to the past.

Introduction to Psychology  - (1 credit)
Term III

In this one term, Spring senior elective
students will explore the basic concepts and
terms in the study of Psychology.  After
looking at the discipline’s history,
methodologies and schools of thought, the
course will break down into various units such
as Behaviorism, Biology and Behavior,
Developmental Psychology, Intelligence,
Personality, Stress and Health, and Abnormal
Psychology.

From Hobbes to Hollywood: Great
Books and Film – (1 credit)
Term II

This one-trimester elective explores some of
the central, recurrent themes that have shaped
the western intellectual tradition – politics and
morality, ambition and self-love, justice, war
and peace - and the way these themes have
been addressed in classic works of
philosophy, literature and contemporary film.
From Aquinas to Tocqueville, Casablanca to
Spielberg, students will read excerpts from
some of the key thinkers of western
civilization and compare them through
discussion and short writing assignments with
the treatment of similar ideas in American
cinema.

Note:  All students in Algebra 2 and beyond
must have a TI-83 Plus or a TI-84 Plus
graphing calculator.  Students in Algebra 1
and Geometry should have a scientific
calculator; a graphing calculator is not
required.

A grade of C- or better is needed to proceed to
the next level.

Algebra 1  (3 credits)

This course introduces basic concepts of
algebra while helping students to develop their
skills in symbolic manipulation and their
fluency in the Òlanguage of algebraÓ.  This
material provides a necessary foundation for
many of the topics students will study in future
mathematics and science courses.  There is an
emphasis on problem solving and application.
Linear functions are thoroughly investigated.
Other topics include real numbers, quadratic
functions, exponential functions, systems of
equations, polynomials, radicals and rational
expressions.  Scientific calculators will be used
where appropriate.

Geometry  (3 credits)
This course introduces logic and the concept of
an axiomatic system.  Students learn to justify
and communicate their reasoning both through
formal proofs (two-column, flow and
paragraph proofs) and informally as they solve
a variety of problems.  Geometry software is
used by the students to discover and reinforce
many important concepts.  Topics studied
include reasoning and proof, area,
perpendicular and parallel lines, triangles and
congruence, quadrilaterals, transformations,
similarity, right triangles, circles, surface area
and volume.  Scientific calculators will be used
where appropriate.
Prerequisite:  Algebra 1

Algebra 2  (3 credits)

This course incorporates a review of the basic
concepts from Algebra 1 and provides an
introduction to topics in higher mathematics.
Students continue to develop their skills in
symbolic manipulation and in communicating
through mathematics.  There is an emphasis on
problem solving and application.  Students are
encouraged to see problems from both a
geometric and an algebraic viewpoint through

the use of graphing calculators.  Students
study linear, quadratic, polynomial, power,
radical, exponential, logarithmic and rational
functions. Other topics include solving
equations and systems, matrices and
determinants, real and complex numbers.
Graphing calculators will be used where
appropriate.
Prerequisite:  Geometry

Precalculus (3 credits)

Note:  This course is not the prerequisite for
AP Calculus.  This course continues the study
of advanced algebra that begins in Algebra 2
and includes a study of trigonometry,
foreshadowing important ideas in calculus.
Students continue their study of polynomial,
rational, exponential and logarithmic functions,
and they are introduced to trigonometric
functions.  Graphing calculators will be used
where appropriate.
Prerequisite:  Algebra 2

Pre-AP Precalculus  (3 credits)

Note:  This course is the prerequisite for AP
Calculus.  This advanced course focuses on the
study of functions and trigonometry in
preparation for Calculus.  Polynomial, rational,
exponential and logarithmic functions are
studied.  There is an extensive study of
trigonometry.  This rigorous course aims to
improve studentsÕ problem-solving skills,
ability to work and think independently and
ability to reason logically in a fast-paced
environment.
Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 and recommendation
of the department.

Probability and Statistics  (3 credits)

This course is designed to improve the basic
skills of students, as well as to broaden their
mathematical foundations. Students study both
inferential and descriptive statistics and learn
the procedures and techniques of elementary
probability theory.  Extensive use is made of
the graphing calculator.  Emphasis is given to
practical applications and relevance to other
academic disciplines.
Prerequisite: Algebra 2
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AP Statistics  (3 credits)

Advanced Placement Statistics acquaints
students with the major concepts and tools for
collecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions
from data.  The syllabus incorporates the
recommendations of the College Board AP
program.  Students will frequently work on
projects involving the hands-on gathering and
analysis of real world data.  Computers and
calculators will allow students to focus deeply
on the concepts involved in statistics. Qualified
students are encouraged, but not required, to
take the Advanced Placement examination in
Statistics at the end of the year.
Prerequisite: Algebra 2 and recommendation
of the department.

AP Calculus AB  (3 credits)

This course represents the equivalent of one
semester of college calculus including
differential and integral calculus and their
applications in science.  The syllabus
incorporates the recommendations of the
College Board AP Program for the “AB”
syllabus. Successful completion of the AP
exam merits college credit or advanced
placement at many colleges and universities.
Graphing calculators are used for exploration
of new ideas and as aids in problem solving.
Throughout the course, there is an emphasis on
developing ideas analytically, graphically,
numerically, and verbally.
Prerequisite:  Pre-AP Precalculus and
recommendation of the department.

AP Calculus BC (3 credits)

This online, independent course represents the
equivalent of a full year of college calculus
including differential and integral calculus and
their applications, sequences, series (including
Taylor series), and an introduction to polar and
vector calculus.  Students study the material
through a series of online lessons, with
assistance as needed from a mentor in the
Prairie mathematics department.  The syllabus
incorporates the recommendations of the
College Board AP Program for the “BC”
syllabus.  Successful completion of the AP
exam merits college credit or advanced
standing at many colleges and universities.
Prerequisite:  AP Calculus AB and
recommendation of the department

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SCIENCE
Biology  (3 credits)

Biology is a course designed to survey basic
concepts and principles of life. Emphasis is
placed on understanding topics through
various laboratory activities to enhance learning
by Òdiscovery.Ó  Areas covered in this course
include the kingdoms of living organisms,
cellular biology, genetics,  forensics,
microbiology, and ecology.

Survey of Physics (3 credits)

In this course, students will experience the
science of motion, light, energy, and sound in a
highly interactive and conceptual way. Through
a series of labs and extended projects, students
will learn many practical applications of
physics to our daily lives. The concepts
covered will mirror those of the Physics
course, but the level of mathematics will not be
as demanding.

Chemistry  (3 credits)

Students will study the chemical and physical
behavior  of matter from both a quantitative and
a qualitative point of view.  Considerable time
will be spent in the laboratory reinforcing
concepts and discovering new relationships.
Because of the quantitative nature of many
concepts, students must have sound,  basic
algebra skills and experience with logarithms.
Prerequisite:  Prior or concurrent enrollment
in Algebra 2 and departmental approval

Survey of Chemistry (3 credits)

The basic principles of chemistry will be
introduced as we investigate several major
themes on such topics as alchemy, smells,
weather, toxins, and fire.  The chemistry topics
covered will tend to be qualitative in nature,
with only a minor emphasis on mathematical
relationships.  Particular focus will be placed
on applying chemistry to our lives.  Material
will be presented through daily activities and
lab experiments.

Physics  (3 credits)

Physics is a study of the basic laws of nature
and is the foundation for all other sciences.

This is a traditional high school physics course
that makes extensive use of mathematical
problem-solving techniques.  A course of this
type is expected by colleges as a prerequisite
for beginning study in the sciences or
engineering.  The major difference between
this course and the survey course described
above is the level of mathematical rigor.
Students spend a considerable amount of time
in the laboratory and use computers to help
collect and analyze data.
Prerequisites:  Algebra 2; departmental
approval required

AP Physics B

AP Physics B is a non-calculus-based survey
course covering five general areas of physics:
Newtonian mechanics, thermal physics,
electricity and magnetism, waves and optics,
and atomic and nuclear physics. Students will
gain an understanding of physicsÕ core
principles and then apply them to problem-
solving exercises. The equivalent of an
introductory college-level course, AP Physics
B prepares students for the AP Exam and for
further study in science and engineering.  Due
to typically low student enrollment, this course
is offered as a distance learning, independent
study through an accredited institution; hands-
on lab experiments associated with the course
will be performed at Prairie under the
supervision of the science department.
Prerequisite:  Physics; department approval
required.

AP Physics C

AP Physics C is an intensive, calculus-based
course covering two major areas: mechanics,
and electricity and magnetism, with equal
emphasis on both.  Methods of calculus are
used in formulating physical principles and in
applying them to physical problems.  Unlike
AP Physics B, which does not require calculus,
this course emulates a first-year college
physics course for students majoring in the
physical sciences and engineering. Due to
typically low student enrollment, this course is
offered as a distance learning, independent
study through an accredited institution; hands-
on lab experiments associated with the course
will be performed at Prairie under the
supervision of the science department.
Prerequisite:  Physics and AP Calculus;
department approval required.
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AP Environmental Science  (3 credits)

AP Environmental Science is a college level
environmental science course designed to
conform to the goals established by the AP
program of the College Board.  The course is
intended to provide students with the scientific
principles, concepts, and methodologies
required to understand the interrelationships of
the natural world.  Students will identify and
analyze environmental problems both natural
and human-made, evaluate the relative risks
associated with these problems, and examine
alternative solutions for resolving and/or
preventing them.
Prerequisites: Biology and departmental
approval

AP Chemistry  (3 credits)

AP Chemistry is a course designed to conform
to the goals defined by the AP program of the
College Board.  The course aims to duplicate
the experiences and the level of difficulty of an
introductory college chemistry class designed
for science and engineering majors. We will
study redox reactions, electrochemistry, and
thermodynamics, in addition to the topics
studied in Chemistry, all in much greater
conceptual and mathematical detail.  Due to
typically low student enrollment, this course is
offered as a distance learning, independent
study through an accredited institution; hands-
on lab experiments will be performed
approximately once a week at Prairie under the
supervision of the science department.
Prerequisites: Chemistry, prior or concurrent
enrollment in Physics; departmental approval
required

AP Biology  (3 credits)

AP Biology is a college level biology course
designed to conform to the goals established
by the AP program of the College Board.  The
course is designed in the image of a typical
first year collegiate biology course taken by
students majoring in science and science-
related areas.  The College Board requires
several extended laboratory experiments.
Therefore, the students are required to attend
7:30 a.m. labs when necessary.
Prerequisites:  Chemistry, prior or concurrent
enrollment in Physics; departmental approval
required

Anatomy and Physiology I Ð (1 credit)
Term I
In this elective course, students will study the
structure and function of the human body.
Topics include:  integumentary,  muscular and
skeletal systems.  Lectures in this course will
be supplemented by labs, including
dissections.
Junior or senior standing is required.

Anatomy and Physiology II  Ð (1 credit)
Term II

In Anatomy and Physiology II, students will
study the nervous and endocrine systems, as
well as an introduction to psychology.
Lectures in this course will be supplemented
by labs, including dissections.
Junior or senior standing is required.

Anatomy and Physiology III  Ð (1 credit)
Term III
Possible topics of study for Anatomy and
Physiology III include the digestive, urinary,
respiratory, cardiovascular, and lymphatic
systems.  Lectures in this course will be
supplemented by labs, including dissections.
Junior or senior standing is required.

French 1  (3 credits)

This is a course for Upper School students who
have had no previous study of French or who are
interested in learning a second foreign language.
The course uses an oral-aural approach in which
speaking and listening are emphasized through
classroom exercises, videos, and a workbook.
Basic vocabulary, reading, and writing skills are
taught through the study of cultures where the
language is spoken.

French 2  (3 credits)

Students who have successfully completed
French 1 continue their study of grammar,
vocabulary, writing, reading, and culture.

French 3  (3 credits)

This course completes the presentation of
grammatical structures at the beginning level.
Testing is proficiency based, requiring
competence in reading, writing, listening, and
speaking.  Students practice the four skills
through pair work, written workbook exercises,
compositions, short readings, and listening
exercises.

French 4  (3 credits)

French 4 offers a combined course of grammar,
oral expression, and literary study to promote the
advancement of the four language skills. The
review and study of intermediate and advanced
grammatical concepts prepare students to use a
higher level of language in both spoken and
written contexts, and French 4 prepares the more
conscientious student for success in the French 5
AP Language course.  Emphasis is placed on
self-expression in paired activities and group
discussions relevant to the literature or thematic
material being studied.  Throughout the year,
students read and discuss a short novel and
several short stories.

French 5  (3 credits)

The goal of this course is to further intermediate
communication skills.  A discussion format and
communicative activities emphasize speaking and
listening skills. Thematic units are used to
increase both written and spoken expression, and
a grammar review workbook is used to further
grammatical skills.

AP French 5 - Language  (3 credits)

This course prepares students to take the AP
French Language examination.  Those who take
this course need to have a strong grasp of the
vocabulary and grammatical structures taught in
previous courses.  Students read a novel as well
as other selections.  A discussion format
emphasizes speaking and listening skills.  In
addition, students are expected to increase their
vocabulary and to improve their grammatical
skills through the use of a grammar review
workbook and the writing of essays.

Thematic units provide topics of class discussion
designed to enhance contemporary vocabulary
and reading comprehension as well as an up-to-
date view of French culture.
Prerequisite:  Approval of French 4 instructor.

Spanish
Please note: a grade of ÒC-Ó or better is
needed to proceed to the next level.

Spanish 1  (3 credits)

This is an introductory course designed for
students who have had little or no previous
exposure to Spanish, or students who would like
to begin the study of a second foreign language.
The course emphasizes listening and speaking
skills and introduces the study of cultures where
the language is spoken.  Allowances are made for
alternative learners.

Spanish 2  (3 credits)

Students who have successfully completed
Spanish 1 continue their study of vocabulary,
grammar, and culture.  Communication is also
emphasized in this course.
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Spanish 3 (3 credits)

Students who complete this course satisfactorily
have a solid grasp of the basic vocabulary and
grammar needed to express themselves at an
elementary level.  Students practice reading,
writing, listening, and speaking through pair
work, written workbook exercises, compositions,
short readings, and listening exercises.

Spanish 4  (3 credits)

The goal of this course is to develop functional,
communicative language ability at the
intermediate level using reinforcement, expansion,
and synthesis.  Students are expected to begin the
course with knowledge of grammatical structures
and vocabulary emphasized in previous courses.
Class time is spent practicing grammatical
structures and vocabulary in meaningful
conversation.

Spanish 5 (3 credits)

The goal of this course is to improve
communication skills while learning about the
Hispanic world.  A discussion format and
communicative activities emphasize student
participation.  The course features high-interest
topics, a review of selected grammatical topics,
and an integration of language and culture
through the active use of art, music and literature
from the Spanish-speaking world.  Active
personalized and real communication about actual
issues and experiences are stressed.

AP Spanish 5 - Language (3 credits)

AP Spanish Language is intended for students
who wish to develop at a high level their
proficiency in all four language skills: listening,
speaking, reading and writing.  Students who
choose this course need a solid knowledge of the
language and a minimum of 45 minutes per night
to devote to the course.

Chinese 1 (Mandarin) (3 credits)

This is an introductory course designed for the
students who have had no previous study of
Mandarin Chinese.  Speaking and listening skills
are emphasized through the use of multimedia,
classroom exercises and other teaching methods.
Chinese writing, pinying and tonal systems are
introduced.  Culture, history and other aspects of
the language are taught.

Chinese 2 (Mandarin) (3 credits)

Students who have successfully completed
Mandarin Chinese 1 continue their study of
grammar, vocabulary, writing, reading and culture.
Conversation, writing and speaking are
emphasized.

FINE ARTS AND
PERFORMING ARTS

Upper School students are required to complete
three credits in the Arts for graduation.  The
credits can come from a combination of arts
trimester classes including art, music, theatre, and
technical theatre.  With the exception of
introductory and AP courses, students can re-
enroll in arts classes an unlimited number of
times.
Art  (1 credit per term)

Music

Orchestra/Jazz Ensemble I, III (.5 credit per term)

In these ensembles, students master music for
chamber orchestra and jazz ensemble.
Performances include the Multimedia Concert,
Jubilate Concert, and Finale Concert.  Music
students are encouraged to repeat this class.

Pit Orchestra II   (.5 credit per term)

This ensemble is the pit orchestra for the Winter
Musical. It is open to experienced musicians and
requires rehearsal commitment beyond class time.
Music students are encouraged to repeat this
class.
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Chamber Choir I, III   (.5 credit per term)

Open to all Upper School students, Chamber
Choir performs vocal music from a variety of
style periods.  Performances include the
Multimedia Concert, Jubilate Concert, Racine
Symphony Concert, and Finale Concert.  Choir
students are encouraged to repeat this class.

Prairie Voices II   (.5 credit per term)

This is an auditioned choir for experienced
singers.  Enrollment is based on the completion
of an audition that includes sight-reading and the
ability to maintain an independent part.  The
groupÕs repertoire will include a cappella and
accompanied selections.
Prerequisite:  Chamber Choir, audition required

AP Music Theory   (3 credits)

In AP Music Theory students study the structure,
design, and language of music.  In addition to
historical perspective, the course content includes
composing, sight singing, analysis, and dictation.
This class is a college level course open only to
students with strong musical backgrounds.  AP
Music Theory is an academic class; however, if it
is taken as a sixth academic class, it can fulfill the
three credit arts graduation requirement. Students
enrolled can register for the AP Music Theory
Exam.
Prerequisite:  Consent of instructor

Theatre

Introduction to Acting I  (.5 credit)

This course focuses on the basics of acting.
Voice, movement, introduction to character
development, and improvisation are studied in
addition to scripted work.
Offered Fall Term

Musical Theatre II (.5 credit per term)

Students will discover the beginnings and
developmental trends in musical theatre as they
critique, analyze, and experience this art form.
They will develop skills of acting the song.
Students will also attend live musical
performances during the term.
Offered Winter Term:  even years.
Prerequisite: Introduction to Acting and/or
consent of instructor

Theatrical MakeupII (.5 credit per term)

This is an introductory class in theatrical stage
makeup, devoted to character analysis, makeup
design, and application.  The purpose is to
provide students with an overview of the subject
matter and the basic technical skills to
intelligently solve practical makeup challenges.
Offered Winter Term: odd years
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Acting and/or
consent of instructor

Directing III (.5 credit per term)

This course will focus on an introduction to the
basic principles of directing. Script analysis,
director-actor communication, blocking and stage
composition/picturization will be explored.
Students will participate in direction of short
scenes and/or one-act plays, culminating in the
student-directed one acts.
Offered Spring Term
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Acting and/or
consent of instructor

Technical Theatre

Introduction to Technical Theatre I, II
(.5 credit)

This one-term course is an introduction to
Technical Theater.  It includes basic set design,
construction, painting, lighting, sound, and special
effects.  Each student is assigned production
responsibilities in live performance workshop
production.
Note:  Enrollment limited to 16

Technical Theatre Workshop I, II, III
(1 credit)

This course is a technical theater production
class.  Students work in the areas of lighting,
design, special effects, and set. Scenic painting is
another focus of this course.  Acceptance to this
class is based on successful mastery of
Introduction to Technical Theatre.  Students may
repeat this course for additional credit.
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Technical Theatre
Note:  Enrollment limited to 18
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PHYSICAL
EDUCATION/
HEALTH
Four credits of physical education are
required.

Activity I, II, III (9 th Grade)
How to make use of fitness center and lifetime
fitness activities.

Healthy Choices/CPR First Aid I, II, III
9th Grade (1 credit)

This course is a survey of health and wellness
issues facing freshmen.  The objectives of this
class are achieved by student participation in role-
playing and hands-on activities.  Healthy Choices
units include issues on personal safety, alcohol,
and drugs, human sexuality.

In First Aid and CPR class, all Upper School
students will have the opportunity to certify in
First Aid & CPR.  This course is required of all
freshmen for graduation.  To earn course
certification, students must score 80% on tests
and pass all practical skills.   Any student
interested in recertification may do so through
any official recertification program.

Concepts Of Fitness I, II, III  (1 credit)
9th Grade

Students learn the basic concepts of lifetime
fitness goals through various activities. In a
laboratory setting, students begin with health-
related fitness concepts and come to an
understanding of these concepts through Òhands-
on activities.Ó   The students will utilize the new
fitness center and running track.

10th through 12th Grade
Activity I, II, III (.5 credit)

Activity classes offer a variety of lifetime activities
for students. Units may include racquet sports,
golf, archery, fencing, volleyball, etc.   The fitness
center is made available to every class, offering
fitness classes and cardio/strength training.
A dance class can replace no more than two of the
three required activity classes in grades 10-12.
Note: One and one half credits required.

Introduction to Theatrical Dance I, (.5 credit)
Term 1
Students will be introduced to theatrical dance
and basic dance movement. The course will cover
popular dance styles represented in musical
theatre today. Students will be involved in all
elements of musical theatre at the appropriate
level. In this course, Students will be required to:
• Participate in different exercises including,

but not limited to, basic movement, jazz, voice,
acting, and various performance techniques.

• Practice creative methods of generating new,
expressive movement.

• Understand the meaning of timing and
phrasing

• Compose different groups of movement,
structured or improvisational, which will be
discussed and/or reworked.

• Use different forms of music to develop
movement patterns.

Dance Composition  (.5 credit)
Term I
The course will present basic material on the craft
of creating physical movement and developing
dance combinations.  Students will be given
structured lessons introducing, but not limited to,
the following:
• Warm-up exercises, loosening muscles and

joints
• Progressive combinations moving from one

side of the room to the other
• Stationary combinations aimed at creating

movement in oneÕs own space
• Historical perspectives on dancers/artists who

have come before us
• Improvisational exercises to generate

movement
• Assignments in basic elements of

choreography
• Movement sequences focusing on rhythm,

music, placement, and a vitality for
performance through anatomically sound
dance technique
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Dance Composition Ð Intermediate
Term II (.5 credit)

This course will build on the material learned in
Beginning Dance Composition to develop the
craft of creating physical movement and
developing dance combinations.  Student will:
• Further develop dance vocabulary from

description and discussion of movement seen
and done physically.

• Explore creative methods of generating new
movement.

• Transfer movement to another dancer, i.e.
imitation vs. interpretation

• Work with defining the ÒessenceÓ of
emotional motivation through movement.

• Understand the meaning of timing and
phasing.

• Compose different groups of movement Ð
structured or improvisational.

• Use different forms of music to develop
movement patterns.

Introduction to Ballet (.5 credit)
Term II

Ballet is the foundation of all forms of dance, and
although different styles have evolved from this
historic art form, the basic concepts will always
remain consistent.  Students will explore the
fundamentals of ballet using both classical and
contemporary techniques. The course will cover
body positioning, proper alignment, and relevant
terminology.  In this introductory course,
students will be required to:
• Participate in different exercises including

ballet barre combinations and barre/center
stretching.

• Learn basic ballet steps and terminology.
• Understand the discipline of the movement

and the benefits it brings your body.
• Organize ballet steps in progressive

combinations, using a variety of space and
timing possibilities.

Introduction to Tap  (.5 credit)
Term III

This course will present basic fundamentals of
tap dance movement and technique.  Students will
be given structured lessons and will be required
to:
• Establish a vocabulary for basic tap, including

the understanding of timing and phasing.
• Discover areas of the foot for each sound, and

transfer movement from one foot to the other.
• Compose different groups of movement Ð

structured or improvisational.
• Use different forms of music to develop

movement and sound patterns.

Introduction to Jazz  (.5 credit)
Term III

The course will present the basic fundamentals of
jazz dance movement and technique.  They will
use these skills to:
• Establish a vocabulary for basic jazz

including the understanding of timing and
phasing.

• Transfer movement from one foot to the other
and build technical steps into combination
form.

• Compose different groups of movement Ð
structured or improvisational.

• Use different forms of music to develop
movement and sound patterns.

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INDEPENDENT STUDY PROPOSAL

The opportunity to undertake an Independent Study is offered to students who are interested in and
capable of doing work outside of or in addition to the regular curriculum (an Independent Study may
not be taken if the course is offered in regular curriculum). With Independent Study work, students
should know that it is their responsibility to research and organize their study; the faculty's primary
responsibility is supervision and evaluation, not actual teaching (the faculty supervisor must be a current
employee of the Prairie School who is qualified to oversee the course).  In addition to this form, a
complete syllabus, including all course materials, assessments, and deadlines signed by the faculty
member supervising the study, must be submitted.

As the study requires a remarkable amount of dedication and responsibility on the part of the student,
certain criteria must be met before the student can be considered.  The student must possess a
cumulative GPA of 3.5 or higher, and be free of any behavioral or honor contracts.  Additionally, the
student should be caught up on service hours and his/her exercise requirement.

By mid-term, should the student earn a grade less than 70%, the faculty supervisor has the right to
terminate the study.

Once submitted, a majority vote of the Academic Council is required for approval of the study.
