Beginning students explore basic 
instrumental skills and meet as the 
Beginning Band daily during Trimester 1.  
In Trimesters 2 and 3 students continue 
to meet once every six-day cycle. 
Students are expected to make a 
yearlong commitment.*

Intermediate Band 

Continuing band students explore more 
advanced instrumental skills and meet as 
the Intermediate Band daily during 
Trimester 3.  During Trimesters 1 and 2 
the students meet once every six-day 
cycle. Students are expected to make a 
yearlong commitment.*

String Orchestra
 

Students who have studied a string 
instrument for more than a year can be 
part of this ensemble.  During Trimesters 
1 and 2 the group meets once every six-
day cycle; during Trimester 3 the group 
meets daily. Students are expected to 
make a yearlong commitment.*

This course introduces theatre etiquette 
and discipline and helps students 
become comfortable in the theatre 
through cooperative teamwork and 
interaction on stage.
