Practice:
The Team practices daily after school.

Practice times: 3:30 PM - 5:30 PM ** Time subject to change

Practice locations vary; primary locations are Johnson Park, Meadowbrook Country
Club & Ives Grove

If inclement weather prohibits outdoor practice, the team will work inside the JAC
If a match is rained out, the team will practice. Parents may contact the school or
Coach.

Attendance:
% Players are expected to practice every day. Contact the Coach immediately if a player

is unable to attend practice.

Any golf lessons must be done on the weekends.
JV players will practice on the days Varsity has matches.

Expense and Equipment:

Players are expected to have their own clubs, equipment. The school issues team bags
that must be returned at the end of each season.

The cost of a 9 hole round of golfis $5 - $6.

Players must carry money to pay daily greens fees or buy their own snacks.
Driving range tokens are purchased by TPS.

Team golf shirts are purchased by the parents and kept by the player.

Players should have an extra battery for their range finders in their golf bag.
Players may need hand warmers, gloves, a wind shirt as the weather dramatically
fluctuates during the fall sport season.

Players are required to keep a mask, gloves, hand sanitizer in their golf bag at all
times.



Dress code:

Players are expected to wear a collared shirt and slacks or mid-thigh length
shorts/skorts.

Skork/short color will be either black, navy blue or white.

Players should have rain gear and gloves.

A Golf umbrella, towel for cleaning clubs, etc., are highly recommended.

Masks are mandatory when you are within 6 feet of each other.

Players are asked to change into a clean set of clothes after every tournament. Soiled
clothing will be placed in plastic bags for the return trip to campus. Masks must be
worn while riding together in a Suburban.

Coach Massey will do the same.

Transportation:

Following the first day of school, a TPS Suburban is used to transport players to and
from practice.

A Player with their own car may transport themself and no other players to practice.
After practice, parental permission is required for a Player with a car to provide a ride
to a teammate.

If it’s more convenient, a parent may pick up their player from the golf course at the
end of practice.

Coach will drop off players @ school at the end of practice.

Team Parent— Food and Hydration for each match

Historically, parents rotate coordinating team food and beverage for each golf match.
Due to COVID, it is possible that each family will be responsible for providing their
own child’s food and beverage. Stay tuned for details.

Please make healthy food choices such as frozen red and green grapes, Cliff bars
(crunchy and chewy), granola bars, etc.

Water and Gatorade (when it is hot out)

Guidelines for matches:

Per the WIAA, parents must stay off of the driving range, putting green, tee box,
fairway and greens.

Any last minute instructions by a parent to a player must occur before arrival to the
practice facility.
