Early School

● FULL-DAY STUDENTS ONLY: Nap mat with blanket attached (one stuffed animal is

Kindergarten 

● Extra set of clothing (including a shirt, pants, underwear, and socks), in a small plastic bag to 
keep at school 

● Velcro gym shoes either worn to school or kept in your child’s locker for gym/recess 
● Oversized white t-shirt to use as an art smock 
● Standard size backpack 
● Water bottle 
● Inexpensive headphones, not earbuds 
● Small blanket (no larger than 22” by 66”) for rest time (one stuffed animal is optional) 
● A yoga mat for use in the event of outdoor classes 

 
Grades 1/2/3 

● Extra set of clothing (including a shirt, pants, underwear, and socks), in a small plastic bag to 
keep at school 

● Gym shoes to stay at school 
● Oversized white t-shirt to use as an art smock 
● Water bottle 
● Headphones for computers, not earbuds 
● A yoga mat for use in the event of outdoor classes
